If the child does not respond to this and the problem behavior persists, the
child will be reported to the principal. Should there continue to be
problems, the parents will be called in for a conference and your child will
be suspended from the program for one week.

After School Rules:

We will then walk as a
group to the Pre-K where students may change into play clothes, and
eat their own snack.

No child is to leave the supervision of his/her teacher without
expressed permission.

No foul language or profanity will be tolerated.

No biting, pinching, hitting, kicking, or bodily harm to another
individual will be tolerated.

Running in the halls or classroom is dangerous and cannot be
permitted.

No throwing or bouncing balls in the school building.

Each child will be expected to help clean up toys, crafts, supplies,
and to generally straighten the room.
